History of the British Isles: 5 candidates took a History of the British Isles paper, with
an average mark of 68.6 (marks ranged from 78 to 63).
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European and World History: 27 candidates took a European and World History
paper, with an average mark of 65.7 (marks ranged from 74 to 46)

Further Subject: 23 candidates took a Further Subject, with an average mark of 68
(marks ranged from 74 to 62)

Special Subject: 20 candidates took a Special Subject, with an average mark of 66.9 in
the gobbets exam (marks ranged from 73 to 49) and 67.8 in the Extended Essay
(marks ranged from 77 to 40)

Thesis: 3 candidates took a Thesis in History, with an average mark of 73.7 (marks
ranged from 80 to 67)

Bridge Essay: 26 candidates took the Bridge Essay, with an average mark of 68.1
(marks ranged from 84 to 55)
