There were 58.3% Firsts this year, a marked increase from 38.5% the previous year.  

B. Equality and diversity issues and breakdown of results by gender 

66.7% of women attained a First this year compared with 55.6% of men. Both 
percentages were up from last year, but the small number of women sitting Finals 
this year (3) means that drawing strong conclusions from this data is difficult. 

C. Detailed numbers on candidates’ performance in each part of the 
examination 

Thesis: Candidates had the option of choosing to write a thesis in History, Economic 
History, or in Economics. 10 candidates wrote a thesis in History, with an average 
mark of 70.3 (marks ranged between 76 and 64). One candidate wrote a thesis in 
Economic History, attaining a mark of 68. One candidate wrote a thesis in Economics, 
attaining a mark of 75. 
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European and World History: 10 candidates took a European and World History 
paper, with an average mark of 65.1 (marks ranged from 69 to 59) 

Further Subject: 8 candidates took a Further Subject, with an average mark of 68.0 
(marks ranged from 72 to 64)
