All papers were examined by three-hour timed exams in Examination schools. The 
EWP paper and Politics papers were typed, computer-based exams.

A. General comments on the examination 

There were 27.9% Distinctions this year, a decrease from last year but in line with 
28.2% in 2023.  

B. Equality and diversity issues and breakdown of results by gender 

31.6% of men attained a Distinction this year, compared with 25.0% of women. 
Women performed slightly better than men in the Optional Subject, with an average 
mark of 66.2 for women and 64.9 for men.  

C. Detailed numbers on candidates’ performance in each part of the 
examination 

Introduction to the Practice of Politics: This paper, taken by all candidates, had an 
average mark of 64.8 (marks ranged from 75 to 52). 

Introduction to the Theory of Politics: This paper, taken by 22 candidates, had an 
average mark of 66.5 (marks ranged from 73 to 58). 

Optional Subject: 20 candidates took Theories of the State; the average mark was 65.8 
(marks ranged from 75 to 50). 4 candidates took an Optional Subject that was not 
Theories of the State; the average mark was 66.8 (marks ranged from 72 to 63). 

European and World History: 9 candidates took European and World History; the 
average mark was 66.2 (marks ranged from 73 to 52). 

History of the British Isles: 33 candidates took History of the British Isles; the average 
mark was 67.2 (marks ranged from 74 to 55). 

Paper IV: 23 candidates took Approaches to History; the average mark was 68.5 
(marks ranged from 76 to 62). 11 candidates took Historiography: Tacitus to Weber; 
the average mark was 62.9 (marks ranged from 70 to 56). 3 candidates took Foreign 
Texts papers; the average mark was 64.5 (marks ranged from 71 to 58); 2 candidates 
took Quantification in History; the average mark was 64.5 (marks ranged from 66 to 
63).
